1 E-delivery consent

Internal Revenue Service (IRS) regulations require
withholding agents to obtain consent from

their recipients to provide them with electronic
copies of their information returns instead of
paper copies.

The KPMG IRW e-Delivery Tool aids clients in
collecting this consent from their recipients
through an automated question prompt when
logging into the tool. Clients may also preload
e-delivery consents that they may have already
received to date.

Once recipients have provided consent for
electronic statements, the tool allows recipients
to withdraw their consent at any time, as is legally
required. Consent received and/or withdrawn

is tracked and maintained in the tool for easy
reference by clients.

T Platform functionality

In addition to e-delivery consent capabilities,
the KPMG IRW e-Delivery Tool’s secure
platform allows:

their information returns with controls in
place to prevent personally identifiable
information (PIl) from being shared with the
